* Only a Lions club can sponsor the contest. The contest may be sponsored in a local
school or organized, sponsored youth group, or individuals may be sponsored as
well.

* Essays must be no longer than 500 words, submitted in English, typewritten in black
ink and double spaced.

* Each essay must be submitied with a completed entry form. Essays submitted without
completed entry forms will be disqualified.

* Only one eniry per student per year, and each entry must be the work of only one
student.

* Essay entries cannot have already been published.

* Any essays found to be plagiarized will be disqualified, and the student will be
prohibited from entering any future Lions compefitions.

DEADLINES

November 15, 2020 - Postmark deadline for a club to send one winning essay to
the district governor. Note: A pariicipating club should notify its district governor in
advance of sending an entry.

December 1, 2020 - Postmark deadline for a club not belonging to a district to send
one winning entry directly to Brand & Marketing Strategy at Lions Clubs International.

December 1, 2020 - Postmark deadline for a disirict to send one winning essay to
the multiple district council chairperson. A district not belonging to a multiple district
must send its entries directly to Brand & Marketing Strategy at Lions Clubs International
(postmarked by December 1).

December 15, 2020 — Postmark deadline for a multiple district to send one winning
essay to Brand & Marketing Strategy at Lions Clubs International.

February 1, 2021 - Club presidents of international winners will be notified on or
before this date.
